Grade 12 Computer Graphics 
Assignment: Using the Grid and Cut Outs (Still Image and Graphic Animation)
Still Image Information (approximately 5 classes)
1.  For this assignment you are to explore the theme of family in a grid style layout with cut out pictures. 
2.  You may design a family tree, highlight a significant family member, or anything else that is related to your family.  All the photographs and source material must be your own and not from the internet.  
3.  Remember the rules of proper layout such as leaving appropriate amounts of white space, using objects to draw your eye through the design, and using a font style that fits the overall image of your design.
4.  You must include a Header either on the left hand side or along the top of your page.

5.  Design the grid to fit across a page that measures 8.5” x 14” in landscape format.
6.  You need to show the instructor 4 design concepts before starting your final design.
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 Still Image Size: 1008 pixels x 612 pixels (8.5”x14”)
        Video Image Size:  720 pixels x 480 pixels
Graphic Animation Information (approximately 2-3 classes)
1.  a)  You need to modify your grid to fit a video size ratio such as 720 pixels x 480 pixels (standard or widescreen).  You may chose to make your graphic animation HD format by changing the default settings.  Do not make your project 1920 x 1080 (true HD size).  Make sure you select the option that makes the ratio 1280 pixels x 720 pixels.
    b)  How do I change the ratio settings for my video project?



>New Project, >Change Settings, >HDV, >HDV 720p 30 (1280x720)

2.  a) Crop and save each image either as a JPEG or PNG24 file.
     b) If you do not require the image to be transparent then save it as jpeg.

     c) How do I save a transparent image for video?



>File, >Save for Web & Devices, >PNG24 (make sure transparent box is checked)
3.  a) Import the still images into a video editing program such as Premiere.

     b)  Use motion or opacity key frames to animate your grid (or a portion of your grid).
4.  The final effect should look like a concept for a DVD menu or a high end custom video slide show.
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
